    One of the Pharisees asked Jesus to eat with him, and he went into the 
Pharisee©s house and took his place at the table.

Out of the depths of her heart, and 
the love of Jesus that filled it, an ordinary woman had the courage to 
face the scorn and ridicule of Jewish leaders, and pour herself out for the 
sake of Jesus.
