be heavy with grief over the death or illness of a loved one, or stress 
after the loss of a job, or struggling with pain due to broken and 
wounded relationships. In the midst of that darkness we hear the words 
of the prophets proclaiming the good news of a child of hope who can 
bring new life and ease our pain in a world of grief and fear. Where is 
this child to be born who has the power to bring light to our darkness? 
 

   But you, O Bethlehem of Ephrathah, who are one of the little clans of 
Judah, from you shall come forth for me one who is to rule in Israel, 
whose origin is from of old, from ancient days. Micah 5:2 
  In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the 
world should be registered. This was the first registration and was 
taken while Quirinius was governor of Syria. All went to their own 
towns to be registered. Joseph also went from the town of Nazareth in 
Galilee to Judea, to the city of David called Bethlehem, because he was 
descended from the house and family of David. He went to be regis-
tered with Mary, to whom he was engaged and who was expecting a 
child. While they were there, the time came for her to deliver her child. 
And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in bands of 
cloth, and laid him in a manger, because there was no place for them 
in the inn.  Luke 2: 1-7 
 

   We light the Bethlehem candle as a symbol of preparation to receive 
the Christ child. It is a reminder of how we need to open our hearts to 
Jesus, the tiny Babe born in a simple stable and laid in a manger. And, 
Bethlehem reminds us of the dark night when Joseph and Mary found 
light and warmth in a simple stable. For many, Bethlehem has become 
the symbol of rest to weary travelers. To those who have been walking 
in darkness it shines as a symbol of hope and joy because Jesus was 
born there. On days when we struggle with thoughts that there is ‘no 
room in the inn’  for us, God reminds us that He always has a special 
place prepared for us. Jesus, the child of hope who brings us near the 
source of life, was born in poverty, in a simple stable, surrounded by 
lowly shepherds. 
 

   In that region there were shepherds living in the fields, keeping watch 
over their flock by night. …  
  When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds 
said to one another, "Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing

   “ Jesus said, ‘ I am the light of the world, he who follows me will not 
walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.’ ”  John 8: 12 
 

   I do not know how the Advent tradition of lighting candles came to 
be, but perhaps it has something to do with words such as these that 
Jesus spoke. Each year as we make our Advent journey, we mark each 
of the Sundays preceding Jesus’  birth by lighting one, two, three, four 
candles. One by one they lead us closer to Christmas, the celebration of 
Jesus’  birth in Bethlehem. Some call them the candles of hope, joy, 
peace and love. What I’ve seen most often recently is of those who 
think of them as the candles of prophecy, Bethlehem, shepherds, and 
angels. The candles on the Advent wreath light our way through the 
darkness of this world full of pain and anguish as we prepare our hearts 
to celebrate the coming of the light – the light of eternal life long prom-
ised by God. It was a prophetic promise of the birth of God’s Son in 
Bethlehem, joyfully announced by the angels to the humble shepherds. 
 

   The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; those 
who lived in a land of deep darkness— on them light has shined.   For 
a child has been born for us, a son given to us; authority rests upon his 
shoulders; and he is named Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Ever-
lasting Father, Prince of Peace. Isaiah 9:2, 6 
 

   By the tender mercy of our God, the dawn from on high will break 
upon us, to give light to those who sit in darkness and in the shadow of 
death, to guide our feet into the way of peace. Luke 1:78, 79 
 

   We light the prophecy candle to announce the period of waiting for 
the Messiah. Isaiah’s words were a message of hope to the exiles of 
Israel who were living in darkness and despair – cut off from connec-
tion with God. There are times when the darkness of the world, or our 
lives, seems too deep for any hope, or the despair and grief is too much 
to bear, or the burdens too heavy and we grow weary from the journey. 
In a way it is fitting that the season of Advent is in December at the 
time of the longest night of the year. There are times when we feel like 
we are walking through the longest night of our lives. Our hearts may

that has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us." So they 
went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the 
manger. When they saw this, they made known what had been told 
them about this child; and all who heard it were amazed at what the 
shepherds told them. But Mary treasured all these words and pondered 
them in her heart. The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God 
for all they had heard and seen, as it had been told them. Luke 2: 8, 15-
20 
 

   We light a third candle to honor the humble shepherds who heard the 
good news, believed and went. Can you imagine? It was not to the 
powerful kings and rulers of the world that the good news of Jesus’  
birth was announced, but everyday laborers going about the daily tasks 
of their ordinary lives tending to their flocks. Just common folk, like 
the carpenter God chose to be the earthly father of our heavenly king. 
The shepherds heard the good news, they came to see, and they went 
back out to share the good news of God’s love for all people. On that 
dark night there was a light and joy which surrounded the shepherds at 
the announcement of Jesus’  birth. 
 

   Then an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the 
Lord shone around them, and they were terrified. But the angel said to 
them, "Do not be afraid; for see—I am bringing you good news of great 
joy for all the people: to you is born this day in the city of David a Sav-
ior, who is the Messiah, the Lord. This will be a sign for you: you will 
find a child wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a manger." And 
suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host, 
praising God and saying, "Glory to God in the highest heaven, and on 
earth peace among those whom he favors!" Luke 2: 9-14 
 

   We light a fourth candle for the angels who appeared to the shep-
herds out in the fields in the midst of their ordinary lives to tell of 
God’s love and the fulfillment of God’s promise with the birth of the 
Messiah. Obviously many of us needed divine help and guidance be-
cause the angels appeared to many people as God made the impossible 
happen… to Zechariah, to Mary, to Joseph, to the shepherds. These 
were all ordinary folk who God used to bring our Savior and Redeemer 
to earth - the little child who was to be the Light of the world. When 
our hearts are open to receive Jesus, God can fill our hearts with peace 
even in the darkest times when there seems to be no hope.

But as for me, I will look to the Lord, I will wait for the God of my 
salvation; my God will hear me. Do not rejoice over me, O my en-
emy; when I fall, I shall rise; when I sit in darkness, the Lord will be 
a light to me. Micah 7: 7-8 
 

   The Old Testament prophet Micah looked straight at the darkness 
of his time, and the darkness yet to come. But his perspective, in-
spired by God, enabled him to see beyond the darkness. When you 
walk through a time of darkness, listen for the sound of the angel 
voices singing in the night of your pain and despair. Reach your hand 
out for God who will light your way on your Advent journey and pre-
pare your heart to see the face of Jesus - the One God sent to bring 
hope, peace, joy and love to a hurting world.
