Hey Everyone, 
 

      Recently, at the Monday morning men’s bi-
ble study, there was a deep conversation regard-
ing the texts for the coming Sunday. The group 
was knee deep in the murky waters of church 
history, tradition, biblical history, biblical inter-

pretation, and the Bible’s intersection with the reality of our daily 
lives. There were looks of amazement, looks of confusion, looks of 
deep thought, and looks of budding excitement. New ways of looking 
at the Bible, new ways of looking at our own 
lives of discipleship, and new ways of looking at 
our common faith were percolating to the sur-
face. It was exciting to be there. 
     While I am thinking of one particular bible 
study in particular, the experience of newness, 
the presence of deep questions, and the opportu-
nity to be reshaped by scripture is not uniquely a 
feature of any one setting. The reality is that the 
opportunities to enter more deeply into your own 
faith, your own understanding of the full scope 
of biblical study, and your own walk of discipleship are available with 
a great deal of plentitude. It really comes down to how much effort 
each of us are willing to put into these pursuits. This is true both as 
individuals and as a community of faith. 
     As we think about our life together here at Atonement, we should 
continue to focus on ways to deepen our relationships with each other 
and with God. This is not a law or a mandate, but it is the way in 
which the Holy Spirit works among the faithful to give us a greater 
sense of purpose, to provide deeper meaning for us, to give us strength 
to face life’s trials, and to build up the Body of Christ in this place.  
All of this is to say that as a congregation we are being led to know 
one another in a different way, to care for one another, and to get busy 
with the work of caring for the community and world around us. 
     There are concrete ways for us to do this work. Participate in the 
retreats that the congregation holds. Whether you are in confirmation 
or are an adult, these times away are times to grow closer to one an-
other and to prepare you to build relationships with people outside of 
the congregation. Participate in Bible study.  If none of the current op-
portunities work, find several people to create your own Bible study.
