The Prayer Shawl Ministry decided to 
honor this request.  He hopes to take back 72 prayer shawls to be 
given to those in his company who have been injured as well as locals.  
We need to make 6 shawls for women and 6 for men before July 15th.  

We will bless and dedicate these shawls on 
Sunday, July 20th dur ing our  church service.

We can send more than 12.  If you don’ t knit or crochet, you can con-
tribute toward the purchase of yarn.  Royce King, our treasurer, is set-
ting up an account for us.  Please note Prayer Shawl Ministry on the 
memo line of your check or on your envelope.  We will be very grate-
ful.  Good yarn can be very expensive.  

Knitting a Prayer Shawl 
 

Decide what size needle you will use.  With Home-
spun yarn, I use size 11.  A smaller needle will 
make it denser.  A larger needle will make it 
looser. 

Select your yarn.  You might choose your yarn for its color, its 
texture or by brand.  Most shawls can knit with three skeins of 
yarn that is six ounces and 185 yards.  I usually buy an extra 
skein of yarn and tape my receipt to it.  I can then return it to 
the store if it is not needed. 

Your prayer shawl should measure approximately 30 inches wide 
and 60 -70 inches long. 

Fringe is optional. 
 

    The simplest pattern is to simply knit all the rows.  This is called a 
garter stitch.

  God is great and powerful, but notice how it was not in the rock split-
ting force of the wind that the Lord spoke to Elijah. It was in the sheer 
silence – a calm wind. Jesus had the power to calm the storm. Yet he had 
the gentleness to breathe on the disciples to bless them with the gift of 
the Holy Spirit. 
  “ This is my Father’s world… in the rustling grass I hear him pass; he 
speaks to me everywhere.”  
  Have you ever taken the time to listen to the rustling tree leaves speak-
ing in the wind? I love the sound this morning as I sit here by the bay 
window and write. Each morning when I get out of my vehicle and start 
to walk across the parking lot at work I pause to listen to the leaves to 
hear how God may be speaking to me and encouraging me that day.  
Sometimes the wind is calm and the tree leaves are still and at rest. If 
there is a light breeze the leaves may gently whisper or they may sound 
like they are dancing and singing with joy from being alive in God’s 
wonderful creation. When the wind is strong, the leaves on the trees may 
sound like they are weeping and wailing, crying out as the winds storm 
and rage and tear at them. 
  Can you hear how God may speak to us in those different sorts of 
winds? When the winds are calm, it is as if God is beckoning us to be 
still and rest for a while, if even for a moment as we listen to the sweet 
sound of sheer silence, and sense God’s steadfast love for us. In a gentle 
wind it is a blessing to feel the breeze on my cheek and sense the caress 
of God’s loving hand. With the soft touch on my face comes the gentle 
sound of God’s voice whispering to me, “ Nellie, you are My Beloved 
child… you are precious in My sight, honored in heaven, and I love 
you…”  As the wind gently swirls around my fingers and my body, I feel 
God immersing me in His loving embrace. Sometimes when the wind is 
strong and I feel it pull at me, I sense God is trying to help me let go of 
concerns or burdens that I am carrying on my heart and soul – the hurts 
and aches that come from wounds and brokenness of this world. 
  Many days as I’ ve taken lunch time walks I’ve pondered what the winds 
can do to us. A really strong wind pushes at us as we try to walk into it, 
as if to beat us back or discourage us from following God’s call. It 
pushes behind us as if to rush us into something we should not do or 
down a path we should not go. Of course, God can use a strong gust of 
wind to help push us up a mountain we are struggling to climb, but that 
is another story… And, as we have sadly learned so tragically this year,

   He said, "Go out and stand on the mountain before the Lord, for the 
Lord is about to pass by." Now there was a great wind, so strong that it 
was splitting mountains and breaking rocks in pieces before the Lord, but 
the Lord was not in the wind; and after the wind an earthquake, but the 
Lord was not in the earthquake; and after the earthquake a fire, but the 
Lord was not in the fire; and after the fire a sound of sheer silence. When 
Elijah heard it, he wrapped his face in his mantle and went out and stood 
at the entrance of the cave. Then there came a voice to him that said, 
"What are you doing here, Elijah?"  1 Kings 19: 11-13 
 

   When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one 
place. And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a 
violent wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. … All 
of them were filled with the Holy Spirit…  Acts 2: 1-4 
 

   Jesus breathed on the disciples and said to them, "Receive the Holy 
Spirit.    John 20:22 
 

   Jesus woke up and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, "Peace! Be 
still!" Then the wind ceased, and there was a dead calm.  Mark 4:39 
 

   Winds shift in speed, and in direction. Some of these thoughts come to 
mind early on this Saturday morning as I sit down in a wondrous gift of 
quiet time to do what I had planned to do Friday afternoon. Sometimes on 
our journeys the winds shift and we sense God calling us to go in a differ-
ent direction from what we had planned. So Friday I made a journey north 
to Mom’s with two of my siblings. We heard loved ones speak of a spe-
cial, deeply loved, woman who passed on to her children and grandchil-
dren a legacy of finding and following your dreams. One of my questions 
to God is how was that journey to weave into thoughts that the Lord had 
been stirring about different sorts of winds for the last month. It was not 
really a surprise when I looked back through my journal to find that God 
started stirring those thoughts on Pentecost when the Acts and John les-
sons were read. How does God speak to us and touch our lives in the 
wind? What do those winds do to us?

    A client was referred by a staff member of one of our 
partnership churches because he needed steel-toed boots 

for his new job.  When he showed up for work on the first 
day, the employer sent him home because he needed boots.  In order to 
keep the job, he would have to have the boots by the next morning, and 
he had no money to get them. 
 

    Ordinarily, CEAP in Blaine does not handle clothing at all; CEAP in 
Brooklyn Park had no steel-toed boots.  Also, it takes the signatures of 
two CEAP family service staff to authorize a purchase order for a local 
store; only one staff member was in the office that day.  However, 
CEAP authorized me (a volunteer worker) to co-sign the purchase order, 
faxed the order to the store, and the man was sent to get his boots. 
 

    Because our Ramsey County fund was available, and because it can 
be used flexibly, we were able to help this man keep his new job and 
become independent again. 
 

    Thank you for your support of CEAP.  As of June 10, 2008, Atone-
ment has contributed $625.00 toward our pledge of $1500.
