   as well. Most of us have been in one of these challenging situations. 
Some of us probably have walked through more than one of them. What 
do we do in such messy storms? How do we survive? Have we had that 
Wile E. Coyote look when a storm is brewing all around us, like 
when…? 
·  We are struggling to find a job. 
·  We are students trying to decide what to do with our lives or decide 
on a major or trying to train for a job. 
·  We are starting a challenging new job, either right out of college or 
because of a job change. 
·  We are laid off or swamped with work because others were laid off. 
·  We are forced to work for minimum wage and we are concerned 
about how to support our family. 
·  We are deployed for military service and questioning whether our job 
will really be there when we get back. 
·  We are unhappy with our job, or career, but afraid to change because 
we need to support our family. 
·  We have worked and walked for months, or years, with the threat of 
layoffs hanging over us. 
·  Others judge our job as not ‘ real’  because it is either not 
‘professional’  or involves little physical activity so it is not ‘ real work’  to 
them. 
·  We get injured a second time in a year and no longer qualify for dis-
ability leave and need a way for medical coverage to continue while we 
cannot work. 
·  We are concerned what our employer will do if we take too much 
time to tend to a seriously ill family member. 
There are medical issues that are negatively impacting our work perform-
ance and it jeopardizes our job. 
  Can you picture yourself in one of these situations? Do you remember 
when you found yourself in a similar struggle? Can you see the Wile E. 
Coyote look on your face? Can you feel yourself sinking down in the 
storm?

Reaching out… 

 

   Immediately he made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead to 
the other side, while he dismissed the crowds. And after he had dismissed 
the crowds, he went up the mountain by himself to pray. When evening 
came, he was there alone, but by this time the boat, battered by the waves, 
was far from the land, for the wind was against them. And early in the 
morning he came walking toward them on the sea. But when the disciples 
saw him walking on the sea, they were terrified, saying, "It is a ghost!" 
And they cried out in fear. But immediately Jesus spoke to them and said, 
"Take heart, it is I; do not be afraid."  
  Peter answered him, "Lord, if it is you, command me to come to you on 
the water." He said, "Come." So Peter got out of the boat, started walking 
on the water, and came toward Jesus. But when he noticed the strong 
wind, he became frightened, and beginning to sink, he cried out, "Lord, 
save me!" Jesus immediately reached out his hand and caught him, saying 
to him, "You of little faith, why did you doubt?" When they got into the 
boat, the wind ceased. And those in the boat worshiped him, saying, 
"Truly you are the Son of God."   Matthew 14: 22-33 
 

   People who were blessed to be in church on Sunday 10 August 2008 and 
hear the message Luther Seminary student John Bermel shared will under-
stand what I mean by the image of Peter as the Wile E. Coyote. Remem-
ber how Wile E. Coyote would chase the road runner, and suddenly stop 
and look at the camera with that “oh no, what have I done, where am I, 
I’m going to get it now…” look. He would then fall a long way or have 
something huge crash on top of him. Well, Peter went right out on the wa-
ter when Jesus told him “Come.”  But, when Peter took his eyes off Jesus 
and started to look around at the storm raging all about him, you can al-
most see that Wile E. Coyote “oh no!”  look on his face. Unlike the coyote, 
Peter had Jesus to call out to for help and Jesus was an arm’s length away 
and reached out his hand and caught Peter. 
  Peter is not the only one who finds himself caught in the storms of life. 
We do as well. Over the last few months, I have put in some long, hard 
weeks at work. The struggles there have left me drained and weary so the 
mess in my cube has been on my heart and mind. And, I’ve talked with or 
heard about a number of people who are struggling with assorted difficul-
ties related to work or jobs.
