Please label the 
number of cups per container.  If you have them available, please bring 
white cotton dish towels, a couple of bath towels and flour.  If you cannot 
come to the workshop, but would like to donate potato mixture, please drop 
it off at church Friday night or Saturday morning.

“ God Is So Reasonable, Only Asking For 10% 
      We encourage tithing at our church, not as a legalism, but as a 
means of grace.  Indeed, not just tithing, but what our pastor terms 
“ hilarious generosity,”  to the church, to the poor, to worthy God-
centered causes.  Why?  First, God is worthy of our best. Giving is an act 
of worship that, at its best, reflects a genuine response to God’s many 
gifts to us, including the gift of his Son.  Perhaps the proper question to 
ask isn’ t “ how much of my income do I need to give to God?”  but “ of all 
God has entrusted to me, how much can I justify spending on myself?  
Second, the needs are great.  It doesn’ t take much analysis to notice that 
small shifts in our own consumption can make a huge difference in the 
lives of many who are in need.  Finally, giving, with tithing as a disci-
pline, helps us unhook from the grasp of our materialistic culture.  Give 
until it hurts?  No, give until it helps!  God’s grace, our gratitude, gener-
ous giving: a recipe for a life of great freedom and joy.”

God is calling me to go again… 

 

   1 I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, 
to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, 
which is your spiritual worship. 2 Do not be conformed to this world, but 
be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so that you may discern 
what is the will of God—what is good and acceptable and perfect. 3 For 
by the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think of your-
self more highly than you ought to think, but to think with sober judgment, 
each according to the measure of faith that God has assigned. 4 For as in 
one body we have many members, and not all the members have the same 
function, 5 so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually 
we are members one of another. 6 We have gifts that differ according to 
the grace given to us: prophecy, in proportion to faith; 7 ministry, in min-
istering; the teacher, in teaching; 8 the exhorter, in exhortation; the giver, 
in generosity; the leader, in diligence; the compassionate, in cheerfulness.

Consecration Sunday Is Coming 
 

    Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical per-
spective do not view the money Christians give to their church merely as a 
way to pay its bills. Rather, such congregations see financial contributions 
as a way to help people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by 
supporting their church’s mission and ministry with a percentage of their 
incomes. 
    Our congregation’s finance committee has selected the New Consecra-
tion Sunday Stewardship Program as a way to teach the biblical and spiri-
tual principles of generous giving in our stewardship education emphasis 
this year. 
    New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need 
of the giver to give for his or her own spiritual development, rather than on 
the need of the church to receive. Instead of treating people like members 
of a social club who should pay dues, we will treat people like followers of 
Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. New 
Consecration Sunday encourages people toward proportionate and system-
atic giving in response to the question, “What percentage of my income is 
God calling me to give?”  
    During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our at-
tendees and members to make their financial commitments to our church’s 
missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this community and 
around the world. 
    Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card 
does so voluntarily by attending morning worship on Consecration Sunday.

     long will the people in Iowa have to wait?  There is more work to be 
done, and as long as it is possible I have to go. A lot of people are still 
hurting and if I can be God’s hands and feet to go and reach out in re-
sponse to God’s call, then I must go. 
  What is that keeps any of us going back to something… to someplace… 
to some ministry… to some activity… to some group of people… to 
some community of faith…? What draws us, again and again, to serve on 
mission trips, to teach children or be involved with the youth, to write, to 
sing in a group. to go to work after waves of layoffs and with another one 
looming, to make quilts, to deliver meals, to ______________ (you name 
it…) 
  What keeps us serving in a particular ministry when we are uncertain if 
our efforts are making a difference in anyone’s life? What keeps us try-
ing when we wonder if it really matters to anyone if we are doing it? 
Some people may never really know or be able to find the words to ex-
plain. For some, it may be the awareness that people are hurting and need 
someone to reach out a hand to help them up. For others, it may be the 
relationships with those with whom we journey or with those we go to 
help or minister to. 
  Over the last few years at work we’ve already experienced several 
rounds of layoffs. In mid-September we were notified that another round 
is looming. Obviously, morale and spirits are lowered by this news and 
we have to encourage each other. Part of what keeps us trying to do our 
best in the face of this news are the relationships with the people with 
whom we work, and the customers whom we have supported over the 
years. 
  As we gather with God’s people in various ministries, part of what 
draws us back are the relationships that have grown as we have served 
together in the past. Part of it is knowing that someone out there is hurt-
ing and needs our help. That may be to get a hot meal or a warm quilt or 
a house to live in. People’s needs are as various as the gifts with which 
God blesses His children. God pulls on our hearts to share those gifts 
with others. 
  In mid-September, Peter and I went to a reunion of the Biloxi Builds 
team with whom he journeyed down to Mississippi in July. One of those 
who shared a bit about his experiences talked about how much it meant 
to him to go where people are hurting and to help them transform their 
lives. Many feel helpless and his spirits were lifted one day when he

heard one of the people reveal a sense of hope when they said, “ I’m be-
ginning to dream again….”  We give thanks to God when a life is trans-
formed from helplessness to hopefulness! He said they saw, down in Bi-
loxi, how the homes that Habitat for Humanity teams are working on are 
in various stages of construction. The guy who was sharing used that as 
an analogy for people’s lives and how they are also in various stages of 
construction. He felt honored and blessed to be able to go help people 
rebuild their homes and lives. 
  God tugs on our hearts to gather and to reach out and help whenever the 
storms of life devastate the homes and lives of others. What flame or pas-
sion for ministry will God ignite in us? We must be waiting and listen for 
God’s voice. We must be willing to let God’s hand guide us. We must 
pray for the courage to walk where God calls us to go…
