Reflections...
Pruning ...

"I amthe true vine, and my Father isthe vinegrower. He removes every
branch in me that bears no fruit. Every branch that bears fruit he prunes
to make it bear more fruit. You have already been cleansed by the word
that | have spoken to you. Abide in me as | abidein you. Just asthe
branch cannot bear fruit by itself unlessit abides in the vine, neither can
you unless you abide in me. | amthe vine, you are the branches. Those
who abide in me and | in them bear much fruit, because apart from me
you can do nothing. Whoever does not abide in meisthrown away like a
branch and withers; such branches are gathered, thrown into thefire, and
burned. If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask for whatever
you wish, and it will be done for you. My Father is glorified by this, that
you bear much fruit and become my disciples. As the Father has loved me,
so | have loved you; abidein my love. If you keep my commandments, you
will abidein my love, just as| have kept my Father's commandments and
abidein hislove. | have said these things to you so that my joy may bein
you, and that your joy may be complete. "Thisis my commandment, that
you love one another as | have loved you. No one has greater love than
this, to lay down one's life for one€'s friends. You are my friendsif you do
what | command you. | do not call you servants any longer, because the
servant does not know what the master is doing; but | have called you
friends, because | have made known to you everything that | have heard
frommy Father. You did not choose me but | chose you. And | appointed
you to go and bear fruit, fruit that will last, so that the Father will give
you whatever you ask himin my name. | am giving you these commands
so that you may love one another. John 15: 1-17

At thismoment | feel like | did on Thursday morning when we climbed
the stairs, put on our masks, and walked into the brick house on Ellis
Boulevard in Cedar Rapids IA. Where and how do | start? We were told
that all of the walls have to come down. One of the others on the team
whacked the plaster with ahammer, and | did the same. The first blow
made a hole in the wall, and many more followed, and slowly the walls
came crashing down in piles at our feet. The walls were plaster on top of
sheet rock that was nailed about every 2 inches so after we knocked down
the areas between the studs, we used our wonder bars to start the slow
process of chipping away on what was left on the studs. And then, pulling
nail after nail until the studs were stripped bare from floor to ceiling. We

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knocked it down and the faithful bucket brigade would shovel it up and
dump it into 5 gallon buckets, or out the windows into the wheelbarrow
or garbage can below, and then haul it out to the pilein front of the house
by the street and dump it. Later the big claw truck would pick it up and
haul it away. And we would make another pile. Some of us spent hours
on our ‘perches — 4’ step ladders — chipping away at the top of the walls
while others were down on their knees or scooting as they sat on the floor
working away at the bottom of the walls. With people working in differ-
ent rooms we had to watch out for each other as the debriswas flying in
all directions.

The St. Philip’s Disaster Relief team is filled with many skilled build-
ers. We have always known that mucking out and clearing out ahouse is
an important part of the recovery process. Perhaps this mission trip jour-
ney gave us a deeper appreciation of the work of those who have often
gone before us. After al, before people can build up a house there are
things that others must tear down.

God stirred some thoughts about that early Friday morning and re-
minded me of Jesus’ words about how he isthe vine and we are the
branches. God is the vine grower who prunes the branches to help the
vine bear more fruit. Before the houses devastated by hurricanes and
floods can be rebuilt for families to live in, the damaged stuff must be
torn out (pruned) to alow new walls (growth) to be built. It is hard work,
and it is painful to see the devastation, but we trust in God that after the
pruning atime of new growth will come and our work as God’ s hands
and feet will bear fruit.

The journey of the St. Philip’s Disaster Relief team to Cedar Rapids 1A
would not have been possible without many others who shared their gifts
and blessings. God called each of us who traveled on the mission trip, but
also those who provided financial support and those who blanketed us
with their prayers. And we cannot say thanks enough for the gracious
hospitality of the people of St. Stephen’s Lutheran Church in Cedar Rap-
ids. They went out of their way to make us feel welcome, with many
family members giving up their rooms for afew days to provide places
for usto stay. Thanks to them we enjoyed warm, comfortable beds; hot
showers; hot teato warm us up after chilly days at the work site; cookies
hot from the oven when we got back to our host families; bag lunches,
snacks, and beverages; delicious pumpkin cheesecake (one hostess was
‘practicing for Thanksgiving'); catsto sleep with us; dogs to play ball
with us; clothes washed by thankful hostesses so we would not have to

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wash al our dirty clothes when we got home. Our host families kept tell-
ing us thanks for coming to help their town when it felt like we should be
saying thanks for all they did to make us feel welcome, and the loving
ways they cared for us.

We cannot thank God enough for our brothers and sistersin Christ at St.
Stephen’s Lutheran who showed us God’ s love in so many ways. They
shared many stories with us. They know people who are ‘alergic to the
flood damaged area’ due to the mold, etc. but who wanted to be able to
help in some way so provided lunches and beverages for us. We were
told of one retired member of the congregation who worked on flood re-
lief 7 days aweek for months. Other people have worked 2 or 3 days al-
most every week since June. One member came to help while we were
there, and told us that she figured if we could come from MN to help she
could drive 30 miles. We shared our stories with them aswell. And, as
God has called us to do, we shared God’ s love with one another. Without
our connection, as branches, to the life-giving vine of Jesus, none of this
would be possible. It is God’ s love flowing through all of us, sharing our
gifts with one another, that enables us to work together and grow together
and to bear fruit in God’ s kingdom. For that we say thanks be to God!
