Local author offers tips on taking the 
stress out of being a caregiver

    Can you be a caregiver and not get overwhelmed? 
    “Yes,’ ’  emphatically says my life/job coach Rita Goldhammer,  
co-author of a newly released book titled Enrich Your Caregiving  
Journey: How To’s for Personal Well-Being and Effectiveness. 
    Goldhammer, of Mounds View, contends there is a great need for her 
book because as America’s population continues aging, your odds of  
becoming a caregiver are very high.  In fact, one in eight of us are thrown 
into that role at any given moment, she notes. 
     And being a caregiver is fraught with many perils, according  
Goldhammer and her co-author Mary Pabst of Winter Park, Florida.  
Statistics indicate that 52 percent of caregivers are depressed while  
struggles with caregiving result in lost productivity in U.S. workplaces 
topping more than $17 billion annually. 
    But in Enrich Your Caregiving Journey, Rita insists that being a  
caregiver doesn’ t have to be a negative experience.  Instead, being a  
caregiver can be uplifting, holding the promise of personal enrichment 
and learning, says Rita, who reached that conclusion based on her own  
experiences. 
    Unlike other works in the field, Goldhammer and Pabst’s book is 
unique because it allows readers to keep a running journal of their  
caregiving experiences. It also includes more than 130 tips for effective 
caregiving, weaving that advice amidst engaging, easy to-read stories 
about three families. One family confronts cancer while the others  
grapple with the aftermath of a car accident and a stroke. 
    Rita told me that successful caregivers take care of themselves and 
don’ t go it alone. “We’re reminded of that admonition every time we fly 
in a plane,’ ’  she says. “The flight attendant always directs us to put the 
oxygen mask on ourselves first and then to assist others. It is only in  
helping ourselves first that we can truly be successful in our caregiving.”  
     Based on the sage advice and support that Rita gave me in my  
successful job searches over the last two years, I can vouch that Rita has 
come up with a remarkable book, one that is simple and yet profound at 
the same time.

   ” I am the true vine, and my Father is the vinegrower. He removes every 
branch in me that bears no fruit. Every branch that bears fruit he prunes to 
make it bear more fruit. You have already been cleansed by the word that I 
have spoken to you. Abide in me as I abide in you. Just as the branch can-
not bear fruit by itself unless it abides in the vine, neither can you unless 
you abide in me. I am the vine, you are the branches. Those who abide in 
me and I in them bear much fruit, because apart from me you can do  
nothing. Whoever does not abide in me is thrown away like a branch and 
withers; such branches are gathered, thrown into the fire, and burned. If 
you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask for whatever you wish, 
and it will be done for you. My Father is glorified by this, that you bear 
much fruit and become my disciples. John 15: 1-8 
 

   When Pastor Tom asked me if I would preach on 5/10/09 and share part 
of the story of the St. Philip’s Disaster Relief (SPDR) Ike #1 mission trip to 
TX, I found it an example of God’s sense of humor to read, in the first  
lesson, “ Then an angel of the Lord said to Philip, “ Get up and go toward 
the south…”  (Acts 8: 26a) Guided by the same Holy Spirit, members of the 
St. Philip’s Disaster Relief ministry heard God’s call to journey south to 
Galveston TX. Part of the St. Philip’s mission statement is, “ Reach out and 
share God’s love in the world.”  And, Atonement’s own vision statement 
says, “ We will GO to people in need; not waiting for them to come,  
delivering invitations to new life in Jesus, delivering God’s love by sharing 
our blessings and using our gifts.”  Connected to the life giving and  
sustaining vine of Jesus, members of the SPDR teams have journeyed  
thousands of miles doing God’s work in this world. A vine itself cannot 
bear fruit. It needs branches and leaves, to absorb the sunlight so the entire 
plant can spread and grow and bear fruit. As branches connected to the vine 
that is Jesus, we are God’s hands, feet, eyes and ears in this world to grow 
and reach out to those in need. On each mission trip south, the SPDR team 
almost always adds at least one new person/branch to go with the 
“boomerangs” , those who keep going back. On the April trip, as the team 
traveled back and forth to TX, I pondered many things - as we journeyed, 
as we worked, as we rested, and as we shared fellowship, food and fun. 
  Most of our week of hard work in TX was spent in Texas City at an 
11,000+ square-foot building that the Gleanings from the Harvest (GFTH) 
board has dreamed for years could be transformed from a newspaper

printing building, with condemned electrical and cooling systems, into a 
warehouse and food distribution center to provide help to thousands of 
people in the TX gulf coast area. On the GFTH web site it says, “ We are 
united by God to seek the gleanings from the harvest. We seek individu-
als and organizations prepared to give from their harvest. We use these 
gleanings to supplement the needs of the ‘alien, fatherless, and widow’  
that are among us.”  These words are referencing the Bible passage from 
Deuteronomy 24:19, which in the NRSV translation reads, 
  “ When you reap your harvest in your field and forget a sheaf in the 
field, you shall not go back to get it; it shall be left for the alien, the  
orphan, and the widow…”  
  According to the dictionary, ‘glean’  is defined as: ‘ to gather grain left 
behind by reapers; to collect (knowledge or information, for example) bit 
by bit’ . As I reflected on this mission trip journey I’ ve been doing some 
of my own gleaning, from my journal notebooks, to try to share part of 
the story with you. I spent most of our last work day in TX climbing up 
and down a ladder applying white paint to the front of the American Red 
Cross building, across the street from the GFTH building. As I worked, it 
gave me some quiet time to reflect. But wait, why the Red Cross building 
when we were working at GFTH? Well, the Red Cross told the GFTH 
board that if they ever had a few people who needed something more to 
do to send them over for a couple of projects. And, we had a team of 
painters who wanted to keep busy because we had come to TX to work. I 
like to teasingly say that you could also say that the painters got tired of 
painting virtually every wall, inside and outside, the Gleanings building 
yellow so they were sent over to paint the Red Cross building white. 
Anyway, as I thought about who we were and what we were doing, an 
image came to mind of a colony of ants trying to gather a harvest. When 
ants find some food they will swarm all over it and scurry back and forth 
to gather it into the ant hill. The SPDR team members were scurrying all 
over the GFTH building working away on various projects in the  
different sections. And, if we finished one project, or had to wait for 
something, we went looking for more work that needed to be done. We 
had come to help and that’s what we wanted to do. 
  On the way back to MN the SPDR team stopped at the Oklahoma City 
National Memorial and Museum. One piece of the outdoor memorial is 
the Survivor Tree. The force of the bomb blast that devastated the  
Murrah Building on 4/19/1995 ripped most of the branches from the tree, 
glass and debris were embedded in its trunk and fire from the cars parked

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building to help those who would come after us. On the existing walls, 
mostly concrete block, the painting crew applied 30-35 gallons of yellow 
paint. Over 10 gallons were applied to the Red Cross building across the 
street. And, there were folks scurrying around to collect what was being 
pulled from the ceiling, sorting it and hauling it to the appropriate place, 
helping to keep the work areas safe for the whole team. On Wednesday 
morning, we took a break from our work on the building to be God’s 
hands and feet by helping over 200 people who came to the food  
distribution. We pushed carts and carried boxes to help the people get the 
food they received to their cars. Seeing the mobile GFTH unit helped us 
to see how much the building could help in their efforts to feed the  
hungry. And we must remember our faithful cooking and cleaning crew 
back at Alamo Elementary who provided us with breakfast, lunch  
fixings, and supper throughout the week, and washed some of the team 
members’  clothes. Their efforts helped to empower us to do the work the 
team came to do. 
  But, it was not just the members of the SPDR team who spent the week 
working on the GFTH building. We had left behind our homes and  
families, sacrificing time and energy to make the long journey to help, 
giving not the ‘gleanings’ , but the first fruits of our labors. People gave 
their all for nine days to reach out and help. Others stirred by the  
Gleanings mission to feed the hungry worked along side of us. One of 
those is Jack, who has his own house that he could have been working 
on. Jack had a beautiful home. Hurricane Ike caused extensive damage 
when it hit. He has made some progress in rebuilding it. Jack sacrificed a 
lot of time that he could have spent working on his own house so that he 
could be there working on the GFTH building with us to help transform 
it into a facility from which thousands of people can be served. And this 
is a guy who had quadruple bypass surgery a year ago. 
  When the GFTH board members made visits to the building during the 
week they could not believe how much work we were able to do on it. 
The voice of some choked with emotion as they told us they could not 
say thank you enough for all that we had done as they witnessed what a 
few willing hands and hearts could do to make a difference in the lives of 
others and help transform the GFTH building. It was heart touching to 
see how our gifts of time, energy and skills gave them new hope. Seeing 
the ceilings cleared of old venting and conduit for electrical wires, walls 
where none had stood days before, and fresh coats of yellow paint all 
over gave them a visual image and helps make it feel more of a reality for

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beneath it blackened what was left of the tree. Most thought the tree could 
not survive, and it had almost been given up for dead and cut down during 
the initial investigation in order to recover evidence hanging in its 
branches and embedded in its trunk. It was pruned in early 1996, and  
almost a year after the bombing new growth was noticed, and the tree  
became a symbol of what the city had come through. The inscription on 
the wall around the Survivor Tree reads: “ The spirit of this city and this 
nation will not be defeated; our deeply rooted faith sustains us.”  The deep 
roots, vital to the health of the Survivor Tree, are carefully protected and 
monitored. Hundreds of seeds are gathered and planted annually, and  
saplings have been distributed all over the U.S., including ones sent to 
Columbine High School after the massacre there and New York City after 
9/11. 
  Something about the story of the Survivor Tree resonated deep in my 
heart. I had to go up to see it, and touch its leaves, and put my hand on the 
trunk to feel the bark. My heart and hand felt the tug of God to connect 
with this sign of hope and new life. The story of how it had been carefully 
pruned to save it and so new growth could happen stirred thoughts of the 
gospel lesson from John 15:1, which I had read again just that morning as 
one of the Daily Texts Bible verses, “ I am the true vine, and my Father is 
the vinegrower... he prunes to make it bear more fruit…”  In the aftermath 
of a senseless act of violence was great devastation, but the people who 
survived would not give up. Jesus, the vine, connects us to the deep roots 
of our faith in God which is vital to our survival. 
  Hurricane Ike caused great devastation in the gulf coast, but the people 
there have not given up hope. For years it has been the dream of the 
GFTH board to think of how many people they could serve out of the 
Texas City building. Hurricane Ike made them even more painfully aware 
of the need as they sought for ways to help those in need in the first hours 
after the storm. As I thought about it Sunday afternoon as we journeyed 
back to MN it seemed like it would have been hard for the Gleanings 
board to find another team, with the gifts and skills that this St. Philip’s 
team had, to do what needed to be done in that building, for demolition 
and construction. We pruned by doing demolition of the electrical and 
cooling systems with 6 truckloads of scrap hauled away and 2 pallets piled 
high with wire to be recycled. We nurtured new growth by constructing 2 
fire walls about 15 feet high and 20 – 25 feet wide, and 8-foot walls for 5 
offices. About 70 sheets of drywall were mounted on those walls. Before 
we left on Friday, we ran temporary sets of lights through 2 sections of the

May each of us listen so that we may hear the Lord 
say to us, “ … get up and go…”  to use our gifts to reach out and share 
God’s love in the world. So that, as branches connected by Jesus the vine, 
to our deep roots of faith in God, we can grow and reach out to the world, 
bearing fruit by what God can do through us.
