I cherish even these passing encounters with 
fellow pilgrims along the way because I consistently find myself sitting 
at the side of someone who has something to teach me. That day was no 
different. It was not the discussion of my own children that was 
particularly exciting for me on that day. It is no secret how much any of 
us adore our children is it? No, on this day, it was 
listening to him talk about his young daughter 
that grabbed hold of my attention. Well, she had 
been young once….a long, long time ago.  Now, 
she continues to wait for that Day. 
     Let me call her Sarah, though that is not her 
real name. Christ knows who she is…..her daddy 
still knows who she is. Sarah was three when her 
family found out that she had cancer. She was the 
youngest of the family’s children. Today, the 
cancer would not prove fatal, but in those days 
there was little to be done. Little girls are no match for the sickness that 
comes upon them sometimes. Sarah passed away much too young at the 
young age of three. 
     In speaking with Joe, it was not the tragedy or the loss after all these 
long years that has remained with him. Although, I do not know the 
grief that still lies deep within the recesses of a man who has lived many 
years after the death of his little girl. Instead, what remains with Joe is 
what I believe to be the best that any of us can have. You see, hope 
remains for Joe. This is no false sense of optimism. Instead, it is the 
hope that is brought about through the gift of faith. The gift of faith 
which believes…in spite of pain, in spite of tragedy, and in spite of 
sorrow…that if we have been crucified into a death like His, we have

A Message From Your Treasurer - - - 
 

   We are approaching the brink of a serious cash flow problem.  At our 
congregational meeting in May, I told you that for the first four months 
of 2009, our monthly “cash out”  exceeded our monthly “cash in”  by 
about $2,500 per month.  And if that trend continued, we would be out 
of cash in September, and I didn’ t know how I would pay the bills! 
   We are continuing to control “cash out”  as best we can.  We are 
under-budget spending wise, and I am soliciting quotes on our 
property, liability, and workers compensation insurance policies that 
are due in October. 
   So the solution to our cash flow problem is more “cash in” !  I offered 
a couple solutions; if the Spirit moved 100 people to contribute an 
additional $25/month over and above their present contributions, or if 
the Spirit moved 50 people to contribute an additional $50/month over 
and above their present contributions, - - - problem solved! 
   In May, contributions were up and “cash in”  actually exceeded “cash 
out” ! Praise the Lord!  As of this writing, June also looks good.  The 
real test will be in October when we have about $8,000 in insurance 
premiums and property assessments to pay.  So as you enjoy the 
summer, keep those card$ and letter$ coming in, with a little extra $$ 
for the Lord’s work.  If everyone helps out with a little extra, we’ ll all 
enjoy God’s blessings a little more.  Remember 2 Corinthians 9:7 says

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Reflections... 
 Lord, let my heart be good soil… 

 

   That same day Jesus went out of the house and sat beside the sea. Such 
great crowds gathered around him that he got into a boat and sat there, 
while the whole crowd stood on the beach. And he told them many things in 
parables, saying: "Listen! A sower went out to sow. And as he sowed, some 
seeds fell on the path, and the birds came and ate them up. Other seeds fell 
on rocky ground, where they did not have much soil, and they sprang up 
quickly, since they had no depth of soil. But when the sun rose, they were 
scorched; and since they had no root, they withered away. Other seeds fell 
among thorns, and the thorns grew up and choked them. Other seeds fell on 
good soil and brought forth grain, some a hundredfold, some sixty, some 
thirty. Let anyone with ears listen!" Then the disciples came and asked him, 
"Why do you speak to them in parables?" He answered, "To you it has been 
given to know the secrets of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not 
been given. For to those who have, more will be given, and they will have 
an abundance; but from those who have nothing, even what they have will 
be taken away. The reason I speak to them in parables is that "seeing they 
do not perceive, and hearing they do not listen, nor do they understand.' 
With them indeed is fulfilled the prophecy of Isaiah that says: "You will  
indeed listen, but never understand, and you will indeed look, but never 
perceive. For this people's heart has grown dull, and their ears are hard of 
hearing, and they have shut their eyes; so that they might not look with 
their eyes, and listen with their ears, and understand with their heart and 
turn— and I would heal them.' But blessed are your eyes, for they see, and 
your ears, for they hear. Truly I tell you, many prophets and righteous  
people longed to see what you see, but did not see it, and to hear what you 
hear, but did not hear it. "Hear then the parable of the sower. When anyone 
hears the word of the kingdom and does not understand it, the evil one 
comes and snatches away what is sown in the heart; this is what was sown 
on the path. As for what was sown on rocky ground, this is the one who 
hears the word and immediately receives it with joy; yet such a person has 
no root, but endures only for a while, and when trouble or persecution 
arises on account of the word, that person immediately falls away. As for 
what was sown among thorns, this is the one who hears the word, but the 
cares of the world and the lure of wealth choke the word, and it yields  
nothing. But as for what was sown on good soil, this is the one who hears 
the word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and yields, in one case 
a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty." Matthew 13: 1-23

   It all started one day near the end of May when a familiar tune started 
running through my head… 
  “Lord, let my heart be good soil, open to the seed of your Word. 
  Lord, let my heart be good soil, where love can grow and peace is  
 understood. 
  When my heart is hard, break the stone away. 
  When my heart is cold, warm it with the day. 
  When my heart is lost, lead me on your way.  
  Lord, let my heart, Lord, let my heart,  
  Lord, let my heart be good soil. “   (ELW #512) 
  The month of May went by in a blur of activity. I returned from the 
SPDR mission trip to Galveston TX to a sea of chaos at home where 
much needed improvements were being made, but which turned things 
and lives upside down. There is much inside finishing work yet to be 
done, and it is demanding my attention today. Plus, as we walked 
through May softball season started, the Choir season ended with a sort 
of mini-cantata, and there were end of school year activities to attend. 
You get the picture. It feels like there has been little time to reflect, but 
I’ ll share what I can. 
  The hymn is based on the parable of the sower, which we have read 
many times. That’s where Jesus told of seeds being sowed on the hard 
path, in rocky ground, among the thorns, and in the good soil. I do not 
have a green thumb, but I grew up on a farm and have an idea what sorts 
of things need to be done to prepare the soil before planting seeds. In the 
spring, after the cold, frozen ground has been warmed by the sun, work 
would begin. Dad would take the plow out into the field to turn over the 
soil. Then it was time for the disc to break the clumps and loosen up the 
ground. Many times he would send us out to walk the fields and pick up 
the rocks so they would not damage equipment later. We’ve got the rock 
piles on the farm to prove it! When the soil was ready, Dad would plant 
the seeds. 
  God stirred some thoughts as I pondered how our heavenly Father  
prepares our hearts to receive the seed of His word. Our hearts need to be 
warmed by God’s light, softened, open, receptive to God’s voice so we 
can hear what He is calling us to do and where He is calling us to go. 
That may involve God asking us to look deep within ourselves to turn 
over and open up old wounds so they can be warmed by the light of 
God’s love, touched by the gentle rains of our tears. God asks us to  
remove the rocks and stones of bitterness and pain or things that need to

be forgiven. Both our sins and the sins of others can cause damage to our 
relationships. It’s hard to hear God’s voice when our hearts are hardened 
by anger, frustration, or disappointment by what others have said or done. 
It is hard to really listen when we are entangled in struggles with worries 
and concerns of daily life, especially in these challenging economic times. 
  After Jesus told the parable he asked, “Are you listening to this? Really 
listening?” (The Message). Like the disciples we struggle to understand 
what Jesus is trying to tell us. Because, if we cannot hear God’s words of 
love and peace, how can we share them with others who are hurting?  Our 
Lord knows that there will be times our hearts do not feel like ‘good soil’ , 
but we can trust in God’s mercy and forgiveness. Every day God will 
walk with us to help remove the rocks that can break relationships. If it 
helps you to listen as you walk through your day, hum the tune, and let the 
words, “Lord, let my heart be good soil…”  resonate in your heart to help 
it be open and receptive to hear God’s word for you in that moment and in 
that place… May our eyes be open to see, our ears to hear, our hearts to 
feel what God is planting and nurturing there in the soil of our hearts… so 
that we can bear fruit in God’s garden as we journey here on earth.
