The Property Committee has been expressing concern about the
condition of the Atonement parking lot for some time now. The
committee contacted multiple agenciesin order to receive estimates as to
what repairing and re-paving the lot would cost. Based on estimates
provided so far, the cost to repair and repave the lot will be well over
$60,000.00. In response, the committee has devel oped a couple ideas as
to how to fund such alarge, expensive project. One ideawasto develop
some sort of designated fund to raise the money needed to re-pave the
parking lot; perhaps setting atimeframe of 3 yearsto do so. Another
suggestion that has been brought forward would be to look into
re-financing the current mortgage to take advantage of the current lower
interest rates. In the process, determineif we could add the cost of
re-paving the parking lot to the amount currently owed on the mortgage.
Of course these two suggestions are simply “ideas” as to how to address
the associated costs of such aproject. That said, council would very much
like to hear any ideas or suggestions that congregation members might
have to help fund such a project in the coming years.

Our church Treasurer, Royce King recently posted the comparative
balance sheet for the first half of 2009. As of June 30" we were at 93.6%
of our general fund budget. That said, council is confident that thishas a
great deal to do with the fact that summer is here and many members are
frequently out of town. In short, council is confident that we'll be back to
where we need to be in the coming weeks. Royceis aso receiving bids
from several agencies that provide insurance for Atonement’s property,
liability, and workers comp. We currently are covered by GUIDEONE
with apolicy that endsin early October. So far Royce has received a
guote from one other agency that would save us more than $1500 per
year. Heisstill waiting on another quote, but there is no doubt he will be
saving the church agreat deal of money in the coming months. Next time
you see Royce, please take the time to say “Thank You” for his dedication
and hard work!

Our next Church Council meeting is planned for August 10" at 6:30
pm. If any members of the congregation would like to attend and express
some thoughts or ideas as to how we as a church can better reach out to
our community, we as a council would love for you to come and join us.

Dry and weary land...

O God, you are my God, | seek you, my soul thirsts for you; my flesh
faints for you, asin a dry and weary land where thereisno water. So |
have looked upon you in the sanctuary, beholding your power and glory.
Because your steadfast love is better than life, my lipswill praiseyou. So |
will blessyou aslong as| live; | will lift up my hands and call on your
name. My soul is satisfied as with a rich feast, and my mouth praises you
with joyful lips when | think of you on my bed, and meditate on you in the
watches of the night; for you have been my help, and in the shadow of your
wings | sing for joy. My soul clingsto you; your right hand upholds me.
Psalm 63:1-8

| know exactly when God planted the seed for thisreflection, and | have a
sense for how God wantsiit to end. But, that |leaves alot of ground in the
middle to cover and my heart isfull of questions and yearning for answers.
It al began at a Wednesday evening midweek service as| listened to Psalm
63 being read and the phrase, “dry and weary land” caught my ear. | felt
God tapping me on the shoulder asif to say pay attention and listen to what
David writes about comfort and assurance in God' s presence. Like David,
we all have stories of God's love and faithfulness to share with each other.

“| loveto tell the story of unseen things above, of Jesus and his glory, of
Jesus and hislove. | love to tell the story, because | know 'tistrue; it satis-
fies my longings as nothing else can do.”

“1 love to tell the story, for those who know it best seem hungering and
thirsting to hear it like the rest. And when, in scenes of glory, | sing the
new, new song, 'twill be the old, old story that | have loved so long.”

The metro areawas not in adrought at the time, but our rainfall anounts
were below normal. They are talking drought now. It is a bit more obvious
asyou look around in certain areas. Y ou'll notice there are places where the
grassisredly dry and brown, and it seems to be thirsting for life-giving
rains. When you take awalk you can see, fedl, and hear it in the grass. It
looks brown, it feels dry to the touch, and it crunches as you walk on it. As
you step on the dry grass you can amost hear it crying out for nourishing
rain. If adrought goes on long enough the grass in some areas will get that
burned up look to it. Some people will water their lawn, but water pumped
through a hose does not have all the nutrients as rain falling from the
heavens.

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As a deer longs for flowing streams, so my soul longs for you, O God.
My soul thirsts for God, for the living God. Psalm 42: 1-2a

Our lives may go through times of drought as well. As we journey
through life, and we walk through a dry time we feel brittle and our
hearts hurt. We look weary, worn out and trampled down. If a spiritual
drought goes on long enough we will start to feel and look burned out.
Our soulsthirst for the life-giving waters from God to provide spiritual
nourishment. In the midst of sickness or grief, our hearts yearn for
healing, hope, peace, comfort, joy. When we feel dry and parched, signs
of hope can be like drops of refreshing water to thirsting hearts. We can
try to satisfy our thirst with other things, but nothing else can ever be the
same as God's life-giving waters from Heaven.

What is sown is perishable, what israised isimperishable. 1 Corin-
thians 15:42

Anything of this earth that we try to use to satisfy our thirst —
possessions, places, people — are perishable relationships. None last
forever. We must remember to hold lightly to them. It isonly the
relationship we have with God that isimperishable. God will hold fast to
us, so hold tight to Him and search for Hiswill in everything you do.
Earlier thisweek | heard a meteorologist say they tell people not to
predict rain in adrought. As | thought about that a couple of days later |
felt God nudge me and an impish smile came to my face. The same thing
is not true for our walk with God because we can predict we will be
nourished by God'’s life-giving water for He can make even a desert
spring to life! We know we may walk through desert times on our
wilderness journey, but we can lean on God and trust in Him. God's
life-giving water will provide hope in the driest times when we feel
weary and worn out by the struggles of the journey.

“...hewho loves themwill lead them, he will guide them to springs of
water.” Isaiah 49:10

Just yesterday | was amazed at how God guided meto an incredible
story of how He brought hope to the heart and mind of a person lost in
the depths of pain and hurt. It was a story shared by Summer Smith from
her ongoing journey in the World Race. | stumbled across it a couple of
weeks after it was posted. God led meto it just when | needed to seeit. |
was so touched by the moving story that | felt God’ s nudge to see what
comments others had shared. It took my breath away for amoment when
one of the comments included the phrase, “dry and weary land.” The

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writer was quoting from the Casting Crowns song, “Every Man.” At the
end of the song it asks the questions and responds with the answer.
