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Reflections... 
 Cup of cold water… 

 

   Those who find their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my 
sake will find it. "Whoever welcomes you welcomes me, and whoever  
welcomes me welcomes the one who sent me. Whoever welcomes a prophet 
in the name of a prophet will receive a prophet©s reward; and whoever  
welcomes a righteous person in the name of a righteous person will receive 
the reward of the righteous; and whoever gives even a cup of cold water to 
one of these little ones in the name of a disciple — truly I tell you, none of 
these will lose their reward." Matthew 10: 39-42 
 

   It’s amazing how good a simple glass of cold water can taste isn’ t it?  
Picture yourself deeply involved in a summer time activity on a hot day. 
Are you taking a long walk, working in the yard or garden, out on a golf 
course, building a house, playing a game of soccer or softball, walking the 
dog…? You are hot, tired and thirsty from all the physical activity. How 
does it feel if someone brings you a cup of cold water? It tastes pretty good 
doesn’ t it? It helps to make you feel refreshed and encouraged. 
   But, what if they had brought you a cup of scalding hot water instead? 
You could have been hurt or burned, and it would not be very  
refreshing either. So, let’s ask ourselves another question. Should we bring 
cold or hot words to people who are hurting and struggling through  
challenging days on their pilgrim journey? What do tired and weary people 
need to hear from us as God’s children? 
   Thoughts about some of this started percolating one day early in August 
when I was taking a walk. Part of one route I sometimes take is on a paved 
hiking and biking trail. One day I got to the trail and was surprised to see 
strange tracks and scratches on it. After I went a few feet I realized what 
had caused them. That’s when I noticed that the tall grass and weeds along 
the trail had been cut 2-3 feet on both sides of it. The marks must have been 
made by the equipment they took on the trail to cut the grass. 
   As I continued my walk on the trail, God used those scratch marks to stir 
a question we should ponder. What kind of marks do we want to leave, or 
be remembered for, on the hearts and lives of people? How do we want to 
touch them? Do we want to touch them with claws and sharp nails that 
leave painful scratches? Do we want to reach out with a gentle touch that 
offers healing and encouragement?

    My friends, if anyone is detected in a transgression, you who have re-
ceived the Spirit should restore such a one in a spirit of gentleness. Take 
care that you yourselves are not tempted. Bear one another©s burdens, 
and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ. Galatians 6: 1-2  
   When we speak to a brother or sister in Christ, especially about  
difficult things, are our words spoken in a voice that sounds harsh and 
judging? Do our words spill out like a cup of scalding water in anger, 
bitterness, malicious rage, or in derogatory tones? Or are our words  
spoken in a voice that sounds caring and with a ‘spirit of gentleness’  that 
refreshes like a cup of cold water? God wants us to be ready to offer a 
cup of cold water to each other whenever we see someone hurting. A cup 
of cold water can really be different things to different people in different 
situations. It may literally be a cup of cold water offered to someone who 
has been working hard or is thirsty. But, it could be food prepared and 
served or delivered to a grieving family. Or it could be a gentle touch or 
hug, a phone call, a hand written note, comforting words, prayers… 
There are countless ways that God calls each of us to offer a cup of cold 
water to those in need. 
   As God©s chosen ones, holy and beloved, clothe yourselves with  
compassion, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience. Bear with one 
another and, if anyone has a complaint against another, forgive each 
other; just as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive. Above 
all, clothe yourselves with love, which binds everything together in  
perfect harmony. And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which 
indeed you were called in the one body. And be thankful. Let the word of 
Christ dwell in you richly; teach and admonish one another in all  
wisdom; and with gratitude in your hearts sing psalms, hymns, and  
spiritual songs to God. And whatever you do, in word or deed, do  
everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the  
Father through him.                  Colossians 3:12-17 
   We will all face desert times on our journeys through the wilderness. In 
dry times, when we feel we are facing a barren wasteland, our souls cry 
out for cool, clear, water.
