Friends,

A former professor of mine at Wartburg
Theological Seminary in Dubuque, |A posed the
following question to his various friends on
Facebook in November: “What is at the heart of
the Church’s Advent season?” Coming primarily
from fellow pastors, associates in ministry, and lay
church professionals, the answers did not stray far from the typical
answers one would suspect. There were thoughts of the journey to
Bethlehem, the ritual waiting for the Christ child to
appear, apocayptic anticipation (try that one on for
size), and the moment before the moment.
However, my favorite comment concerning Advent
was the comparison between Advent and
pregnancy. These two seemingly divergent
experiences were described as the perfect
combination of fear and joy.
| can say without a bit of doubt that these words
correctly interpret exactly how Stacey and | felt as
we prepared for the birth of our children. More
correctly, aswe left William C. Beaumont Hospital in Roya Oak, M|
with a human child and no one stopped us, there was absolutely a mixture
of joy and fear. Would we know how to take care of this child? Can you
believe how blessed we are to have this child? Will anyone help us learn
exactly what to do to let this child thrive? Can you believe how resilient
this child is? It has aways been a mixture of fear and joy.

We have to be careful when describing things such as parenthood and
Advent with aterm such as fear. However, thisis only true if we do not
use the correct definition of the word fear. Fear as we most readily
understand it is the anxiety we face when confronted with punishment or
bodily harm. We fear those things which destroy our lives. This definition
could not be further from how we would hopefully describe the fear
associated with parenthood or the work that we do in Advent. The fear of
the Lord is more properly understood to be reverence and awe in the face
of the Onewho gives uslife. It is an understanding of our relative lack of
influence, capability, or power in the face of the One who can givelifeto
dry bones, give forgiveness of sinsto those who are weighed down by the
burdens of guilt and shame, and give the promise of the Kingdom come
near. It is healthy fear.

When we sit at the beginning of the Advent season, we are
reminded once again about the story of God's great love for al of
creation. It isastory which does not speak of God’ s separateness from
creation so much asit speaks of God' s inexplicable in-breaking into
the very creation which was given its beginning by God'’ s very hand.
It is awaysthe story of the Incarnation of Christ. We do not wait in
awe, reverence, or holy fear for the birth of Christ, for Christ has
already come. Instead, we wait in awe, reverence, and holy fear to see
how Christ will continue to be Incarnate in our daily lives. We wait in
community, gathered by prayer, gathered around the word, gathered
around the sacrament, and gathered in worship, to see how the
Incarnate One will lead us once again into mission for the sake of the
world. We wait in awe, reverence, and fear to see how Christ will
move us once again.

Our waiting, our hoping, and our watching are not in vain. Awe,
reverence, and fear give way to the joy that comes when God's
faithfulnessto usisrevealed anew in amazing ways. Christmas
morning dawns again with the promise not only of the One who has
come, but even more the promise of the One who remains with us and
will go on after us. Christmas serves as amoment of reinvigoration, of
renewal, of new life within acommunity that is blessed to worship
and serve together. Christ the One for whom the world waited lives
within our very midst and continues to offer forgiveness, hope, and
life. Joy to the World once again!

God bless you in your Advent journeys. God bless you as you wait
in awe, reverence, and fear to see how Christ reveals himself in your
lives and the life of this congregation. And, God bless you with the
joy that Christmas brings to our hearts in the midst of the darkest

Reflections...
Advent journey...

But you, O Bethlehem of Ephrathah, who are one of the little clans of
Judah, from you shall come forth for me onewho isto rulein Israel, whose
originisfromof old, from ancient days. Therefore he shall give themup
until the time when she who isin labor has brought forth; then the rest of
his kindred shall return to the people of Israel. And he shall stand and feed
his flock in the strength of the Lord, in the majesty of the name of the Lord
his God. And they shall live secure, for now he shall be great to the ends of
the earth and he shall be the one of peace. Micah 5:2-5a (the prophecy)

In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the world
should be registered. This was the first registration and was taken while
Quirinius was governor of Syria. All went to their own townsto beregis-
tered. Joseph also went from the town of Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to
the city of David called Bethlehem, because he was descended from the
house and family of David. He went to be registered with Mary, to whom he
was engaged and who was expecting a child. While they were there, the
time came for her to deliver her child. And she gave birth to her firstborn
son and wrapped himin bands of cloth, and laid himin a manger, because
there was no place for themin the inn. In that region there were shepherds
living in the fields, keeping watch over their flock by night. Then an angel
of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around
them, and they were terrified. But the angel said to them, "Do not be
afraid; for see— am bringing you good news of great joy for all the peo-
ple: to you isborn thisday in the city of David a Savior, who is the Mes-
siah, the Lord. Thiswill be a sign for you: you will find a child wrapped in
bands of cloth and lying in a manger.” And suddenly there was with the an-
gel a multitude of the heavenly host, praising God and saying, "Glory to
God in the highest heaven, and on earth peace among those whom he fa-
vors!" When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds
said to one another, "Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that
has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us." So they went with
haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the manger. When
they saw this, they made known what had been told them about this child;
and all who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds told them. But
Mary treasured all these words and pondered themin her heart. The shep-
herds returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and
seen, asit had been told them. Luke 2:1-20

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. It feels strange to me that God would stir thoughts related to Advent
in early November when we are still weeks away from the Advent sea-
son. But, by the time folks read this reflection in the December newsl et-
ter we will be a couple of weeksinto our Advent journey for 2009. And,
the little children, young people, and adults in the choir will have already
spent weeks preparing special music to share with the congregation in
mid-December.

Advent is a season of preparation for us. The light of the Advent wreath
slowly grows brighter as, one by one, on the four Sundays of Advent we
light the candles until we reach the Nativity of Our Lord. Then we light
the candle in the center to celebrate Christ’s birth on Christmas. Some
people call those Advent candles Prophecy, Bethlehem, Shepherd’s and
Angels . Each of them has a special place in the Christmas story we will
share once again. Advent is a sacred time of anticipation and waiting for
Christmas. But, it istoo easy to get caught up in the frantic preparations
for Christmas. God calls us to step out of the mad rush society and cul-
ture demands, and to take timeto reflect on the real reason for the season.
God asks us to wait, watch and wonder about the meaning of the birth of
Jesusin our lives.

Listen again this Advent season to the prophecy from Micah. Hear
God’s promise of the Messiah to be born in the lowly town of Bethle-
hem. Ponder in your hearts all those called by God to one place, Bethle-
hem, with their different gifts to share. Mary and Joseph who would
serve as parents to a specia Child of God. The ordinary, common shep-
herds were working out in the fields, going about their daily tasks of life.
They were startled by the angels, but they heeded God' s call to go to
Bethlehem and see this wondrous thing that had been told to them. Shep-
herds who then returned to their work while praising God for all they had
heard and seen. Angels who announced the good news of Christ’s birth
and comforted the frightened shepherds to whom they delivered the
news. They al celebrated Jesus' birth!

Advent is a season of preparing our hearts to receive God' s promised
gift of the Christ child. May our Advent journey include time for waiting,
listening, reflecting and discerning. It comes at the end of the calendar
year, but it is the beginning of the church liturgical year. It is agood time
for reflecting on what God is calling each of usto do in the year ahead
and ponder in our hearts where our journeys may lead us. Is God calling
you to go to some Bethlehem - aplace in your neighborhood, church,

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community, country, world? Do you feel God tugging on your heart to
go on amission trip — near or far? What is God calling you to see, to hear,
to speak as you journey through each day? How is God calling you to
share the good news of Jesus’ birth with others, by your words and by
your actions?

One day as | was outside walking and pondering about shepherds and
angels, God brought to mind the tune and words of asong | heard the
group Alabama sing years ago. The words of the chorus are: “I believe
there are angels among us sent down to us from somewhere up above.
They come to you and me in our darkest hours, to show us how to live, to
teach us how to give, to guide us with a light of love.” One question those
words stirsin my heart is “How we can be shepherds and angels to one
another?’ The shepherds heard God’s call in the midst of their everyday,
ordinary activities. Whereisthe ‘field’ you are working in where you can
minister to others? What little flock’ are you caring for today where you
can serve as shepherd and tend to the needs of others? Who is suffering in
adark night that you can come to with the good news like an angel sent
by God? May we all keep our ears, eyes and hearts open to hear the cries
of the hurting.

On your Advent journey this year | pray you are able to make or take
time to ponder these questions and many others. We spend hours
preparing our homes for Christmas celebrations. May we find timeto
prepare our hearts to receive God' s precious gift to us of Jesus, sent to
save usfrom al our sins. He isthe Light of the world sent to shine into
the darkest corners of our lives and bring hope so that God' s light may
shine through us into the lives of others. Glory to God!
