Hello Everyone,

Asthe calendar turnsinto the month of March,
we find ourselves united with Christians all over
the world in acommon observance of Lent. For
two weeks now, many of us have been livingin
adeeper life of prayer and devotion as we watch
and listen for God during this specia timein the

church year. The intentional nature of our prayer and devotion during this
time of year comes as a gift. It is an opportunity to step away from our
own lives and to become part of something that is outside of our own
interests, our own schedules, and our own
priorities. There are relatively few opportunities
for any of usto set aside “me” for an extended
period of time. Things change when we are
forced to see ourselvesin adifferent light,
forced to see that we are not perfect, and forced to
see that God a one has the power to give uslife.
Lenten discipline and the season of Lent are
indeed gifts from God.

Thereis another side of Lent and our
discipline that is worthy of mention as well.
While the season is a gift for those of us who journey together in
congregational life and a certain level of spiritual maturity, the season can
also be a perfect example of the perceived “insider” nature of church. For
those who are on the outside looking in this time of year, Lent makes
absolutely no sense. Why should a church which believes and professes
the miracle and mystery of the Resurrection spend so long wrapped in
metaphorical sackcloth and living in a state of lament? Why should a
people so certain of the promise of eterna life spend so much time
dwelling on their finite and mortal nature? Why should a people who
have access to the best that science offers, the best that reason offers, and
the best that life offers believe any of this anyways? What in the world
are those people doing? The church never makes sense from the outside
looking in and we are not always the best at inviting people into thelife
with Christ so that they can see and hear what the Word holds in store for
each one of us. Who will ask them to come in? Who among our people
will have the courage to invite them in? Which one among our people
will draw peopleinto alife that changes the old and creates something
new and wonderful in its place? Where are the evangelists?

But the LORD said to me, "Do not say, '| amonly a boy'; for you shall
go to all to whom | send you, and you shall speak whatever | command
you, Do not be afraid of them, for | am with you to deliver you.

Over the last couple of weeks we have heard severa call storiesin the
scripture lessons on Sunday morning. In ancient times, God called
Jeremiah.

| found it was in late October when the SPDR co-leaders sent out a
brief e-mail inquiry to afew trip regulars to ask who wanted to go and
if they might have anything that would prevent them from going on the
dates they were tentatively planning. | took awalk as | pondered how to
respond and noticed some ‘ but what about...? questions and thoughts
nagging at me. Y et the question God kept ringing through my head as |
walked was, “Is God calling meto go...?" As| walked to the south |
felt God tugging on my heart to go to Texas, but till | felt some

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uncertainty and hesitation. And then the path of my walk caused meto
turn and walk north. | felt God use the physical orientation of my body as
aphysical and emotional tug to tell methat | cannot turn my back on the
people to the south whose lives have been so negatively impacted by the
hurricanes and floods. The feelings God stirred in my heart in those
moments brought tears to my eyes and | felt God’ s anguish in my heart as
it filled with emotions...

As | pondered the memory | noticed that some of those thoughts were
originaly triggered by the redlization that | should not assume that | will
go on amission trip, but that |1 need to pause and ask God if | am being
called to go. And then God reminded me that thisis true not just about big
things. Yes, of course God wants to be involved in the big decisions of our
lives, like whether to go on amission trip, whether to change jobs,
whether to buy or sell a house and move, where to go to school, whether to
stay in our community of faith or move to another... But, God wants to be
involved in the little things each and every day as we walk through life. In
the ordinary events of our daily lives— at home, work, school, church —we
can walk with our ear cocked toward God, listening for His voice and try-
ing to sense God'’ s presence and guiding hand. Each day we can let our-
selves be haunted by the question, “1s God calling meto go...?" What
path does God want me to take as | walk through this day? Who will |
meet who needs a smile, atouch, a hug? Our hearts yearn to know how to
reach out to others and be Jesus’ hands and feet as we
journey.

As a deer longs for flowing streams, so my soul longs for you, O God.
My soul thirsts for God, for the living God. Psalm 42: 1-2

Asyou walk through Lent this year take some time to pause from life’'s
hectic journey. Turn your thoughts toward our faithful God as we ponder
the Israglites journey out of slavery in Egypt and Jesus' journey to the
crossto free us from our sins. A vast desert wilderness of many
challenges lies between those two parts of our history. When we grow
weary on the journey only God can provide the life giving water we need
to quench our thirst. Countless times throughout history God has told us
not to fear and that He is with us always.
