Reflections...

Errands...

Then Jesus, filled with the power of the Spirit, returned to Galilee, and
a report about him spread through all the surrounding country. He began
to teach in their synagogues and was praised by everyone. When he came
to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, he went to the synagogue on
the sabbath day, as was his custom. He stood up to read, and the scroll of
the prophet Isaiah was given to him. He unrolled the scroll and found the
place where it was written: "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because
he has anointed me to bring good news to the poor. He has sent me to
proclaim release to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let
the oppressed go free, to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor.” And he
rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant, and sat down. The eyes
of all in the synagogue were fixed on him. Then he began to say to them,
"Today this scripture has been fulfilled in your hearing." Luke 4: 14-21

In the first book, Theophilus, | wrote about all that Jesus did and taught
from the beginning until the day when he was taken up to heaven, after
giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had
chosen. After his suffering he presented himself alive to them by many
convincing proofs, appearing to them during forty days and speaking
about the kingdom of God. While staying with them, he ordered them not
to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise of the Father.

"This," he said, "is what you have heard from me; for John baptized with
water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from
now." So when they had come together, they asked him, "Lord, isthisthe
time when you will restore the kingdomto Israel?" Hereplied, "It is not
for you to know the times or periods that the Father has set by his own
authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon
you; and you will be my witnessesin Jerusalem, in all Judea and
Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” When he had said this, as they
wer e watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight.
While he was going and they were gazing up toward heaven, suddenly
two men in white robes stood by them. They said, "Men of Galilee, why
do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been taken
up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go
into heaven." Acts1: 1-11

Thisreading from Acts 1 is one of the lectionary texts for the Ascension
of Our Lord. It seems fitting that we heard these words read on the
Sunday before Pentecost. As Joel preached on these texts he spoke of

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how this was the end of Jesus' mission on earth. It was * mission accom-
plished” for Jesus, but not for his disciples. Joel reminded us of how Jesus
public ministry started when he went to the synagogue on the sabbath and
read from Isaiah, as recorded in Luke 4. After the reading Jesus announced
that he was there to fulfill the mission on which God had sent him. Now,
before Jesus ascended into heaven he gave his discipleslast minute
instructions for their mission. He told them that they were to be his
witnesses to the end of the earth. In away it was as though Jesus was pass-
ing the baton, and it has been passed through the generations of faithful
disciplesto ustoday. Soit isour lifelong mission to tell the story of Jesus
mission. Acts 1 is about the start of the story about Jesus' disciples
mission on earth. The story is still being written today as we learn, live and
grow as Jesus disciples. You could say that the story of the journey
continues to be written —in Acts 29. Check it out. You will not find it in the
Bible because it is still be written, by us, as the Holy Spirit works through
usasit did in ancient days through Jesus' first disciples.

Y ou see, we are not to learn the story of all God did for us by sending
Jesus to die for us and then stand idly around gazing heavenward, doing
nothing. Remember the angels question to the disciples?* ... why do you
stand looking up toward heaven?” Thereis an old quotation by Oliver
Wendell Holmes you may have heard. “ Some people are so heavenly
minded that they are no earthly good.” Some would say that Holmes
words are not biblically based for Colossians 3:2 says, “ Set your mind on
things above, not on the things that are on earth.” But it depends on
whether your heavenly gaze is only to think about how good you are or
whether it inspires you to faithfully serve the Lord and to do more earthly
good. In other words, do not just sit about thinking about what it will be
like in heaven so that you are doing nothing for those in need here on earth.
One of my favorite quotations gives us a glimpse into how a heavenly gaze
is beneficial to our lives. * Every morning, lean your elbows awhile on the
windowsill of heaven and gaze upon the Lord; then turn strong to meet
your day.”

On the evening of the Sunday Joel preached on the Ascension texts, God
tugged on my heart to pick up and finish reading Judith Guest’ s book
Errands. It is a heart wrenching story of the impact on afamily when the
father dies. In the introductory section the author includes the definition of
errand from The New Shorter Oxford English Dictionary. “ A journey made
for a special purpose: an expedition; a mission” and she writes, “ | love this
wider take on the word. The modern view is so limited; shallow in its

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definition. | read once that those founding fathers who came to explore
the New World called their mission “ an errand into the wilderness.” |
can only think that each life — the whole of life — must be simply that,
and nothing less.” Most of us are familiar with the concept of “running
errands.” We' ve made, or been given, alist of placesto go and thingsto
drop off or pick up at each location. It often feels like amundane
activity —work or chore — that we have to do because it hasto get done.
But, we could look at “running errands’ as having been sent on a
mission. There is something about how having errands to run keeps us
from wandering aimlessly and gives us a sense of purpose. Aswe
journey through the wilderness of life we need to take timeto listen and
ponder what errands God is sending us on each day. Whose spirits does
God want you to help pick up, with asmile or touch? What does God
want you to drop off, like a card or food, to someone who is hurting?
What errand into the wildernessis God calling you to go on?

Remember, our mission is to share the good news of Christ’s mission,
by our actions and by our words. Strengthened by our unity in the Holy
Spirit, it isfor every one of usto proclaim Christ. Asindividuals we
each have our own way and place for God has given us different gifts
and passions. And folks, thisisalifelong mission. For as | read in the
May 2010 issue of The Lutheran magazine, “ Thereis no such thing as
retirement in the kingdom of God.” The article | was reading quoted
Howard E. Wennes who said, “ We have a special role as eldersin the
life of the church. At every stage of life, the Spirit can use us.” Aswe
heard on Pentecost, God' s mission isfor al of us— young and old, men
and women, and it isalifelong mission. In away we can compareit to
saying that school is out for the summer, but learning isalifelong
journey. However, keep in mind that even though there is no retirement
in God’ s kingdom, there are Sabbaths and sabbaticals when God calls
usto atime to be renewed and refreshed. In the words of another one of
my favorite quotations, “ Take time to renew your spirit, because you
can't give much when you are running on empty.”

At the end of our journey in the wilderness, when we have finished
running the errands which God has sent us to do, may some of the
memories of our life reflect the words inscribed on my aunt Frankie
Mae's gravestone: “ To leave the world a bit better ... To know one life
has breathed easier because you have lived... isto have succeeded.”
And, that day when you are welcomed Home to heaven you will hear,
“well done, good and faithful servant... mission accomplished.”
